@ Start by button: If 'Button Press' parameter is enabled, then press and hold the START button until LCD screen shows B , which
indicating the logger has been activated. The logger will start logging after the configured 'Start Delay' time elapses.

@ Timed start: The logger starts logging automatically after the configured 'Time to start' time elapsed. (In this mode, start by button
is disabled).

Plug the data logger into a computer and wait until 'USB' code shows on the LCD screen. Then locate and click the USB disk named
'LogET 8 BLE' on your computer to view the automatically generated PDF report.
